The Sculpture “Sennin Doshin”’

As introduced in the spring edition, there are eight sculptures on
the Bridge Tsurumaki near the City Office, which are depicting the
culture and history of Hachioji. The sixth sculpture we would like
to introduce in this edition is “Sennin Doshin”.

This is the standing sculpture “Sennin Doshin”, an important
existance in the history of Hachioji.

When the Edo Era came, TOKUGAWA
leyasu regarded Hachioji as a politically and
militarily important place and sent the
vassals of the late TAKEDA family to
guard the mouth of Koshu. The guarding
warriors were called Sennin Doshin. Usually
engaged in farming, they took up weapons
to fight in times of emergency. Therefore,
they worked both as farmers and as
warriors. From 1652 they were ordered to
guard the Toshogu Temple in Nikko against fire in turns.

In the latter half of the eighteenth century, as the importance
of northern defense started to be recognized, one of the Sennin
head, HARA Hanzaegmon Taneatsu volunteered to go over to
Tomakomai to guard and reclaim Hokkaido in 1800. However, the
hard natural conditions made it extremely cruel to open the
wasteland. They returned to Hachioji in 1809.

“The Doshin (warrior) is walking with short sword in left hand
and spear in right hand. There are hundreds of Doshin following

him,” said the late sculptor Mr. Hashimoto Jiro.

From October Hachioji City will put into practice the policies of “expanding
resource waste recycling and collection”, “collecting refuse from door to door” and
“using the designated pay bags”, so as to promote resource waste recycling and
refuse reduction.

The way to sort and dispose resource waste and refuse from October is as
follows.

1. Resourse Waste

On top of the usual recycle items, the paper packs, PET bottles and plastic
products will be included and collected specifically. Please leave them in the
non-burnable refuse collection points you are using now.

2. Refuse

Please put burnable and non-burnable refuse into the
designated collection bags.

The following shows their kinds and prices (of 10 bags),
which will be sold in the supermarkets or convenience stores
from September.
