Mrs. Qadmoun Fatima (Moroccan)

Between Two Totally Different Cultures

In October, 2003 the international exchange e |

volunteer group “Hachioji Japanese Language
Association” held “the 5t Speech Contest in

Japanese” for the foreign members. The winner

came out to be Mrs. Qadmoun Fatima(Right
Photo) from Morocco with her positive speech entitI;d “Between -
Two Totally Different Cultures”, asserting that “any country has its
good side and its bad side at the same time. Wherever it is, it is
significant to make friends and live a happy life.”

Fatima, who came to Japan in March, 2000 due to the international
marriage, is a housewife with a four-year-old son. As her homeland
Morocco is adjacent to the Middle East and Europe, Japan is just like
another world for her. What she sees, food, customs, race, so on and
so forth are totally different, so it takes time for her to get used to the
life in Japan. “At first | thought I could not live in this country and
had no way but return to Morocco. The birth of my son made me
stronger and | started to think that I must try my best for him.” Now
she has come to like and even make Japanese tea, miso soup and so on
which once she disliked at all.

In Morocco people are accustomed to hugging each other when
going out of home or back home. However, Japanese people, seldom
showing their feelings directly, only greet each other by bowing and
even have no habit of shaking hands. Therefore, Fatima felt a great
gap between the two cultures at the beginning. For example, when
taking her son to the bus for the kindergarten, it is her habit to hug
and kiss him on saying good-bye to him, which at first the Japanese
people around seemed surprised at. But now they have got used to
this and the teacher of the kindergarten also hugs her son as greeting.

Last year, Fatima’s younger brother came to visit Japan. It was in
November that is the merrymaking fast period in the Islamic
countries, just like the Japanese New Year period. He was really
disappointed at the totally different atmosphere in Japan. Moreover,
he was noticed every day by the police when going out at night,
“show your passport, please.” It seemed that he was suspected as a

terrorist. Of course, the police were very kind.




A Series of Interview

In November, 2003 as the eighth interview,
we visited Ms. KUBOTA Hiroko(in the middle
of the photo), the representative of the
international  exchange volunteer group
“Soong Ching Ling Foundation Japan-China
Committee”. =T

Ms. Soong Ching Ling, who married with Sun Wen in Tokyo in
1915, died as the honorary national chairman of China in 1981. The
next year, to commemorate her devotion to the world peace and
child rearing, *“Soong Ching Ling Foundation” was set up as
independent group specifically in the US. Canada, Japan and
Hungary. Tokyo’s office was in Akasaka, however, it came to an end
in the autumn of 2000, when the “Soong Ching Ling Foundation
Japan-China Committee” was started all over again in Hachioji.

Their main activities are to aid the child & maternal health care
and schooling in the poor rural districts or mountainous villages of
China by collecting contributions in Japan. Specifically aid on child
and maternal health care, infant education, schooling scholarship
and Ningxia education, donations of sets of books for reading, so
on and so forth. “Though China has been witnessing great
development in the recent years, there is a large disparity in wealth. It
is hard for a Japanese to imagine the life in the distant poor villages
in China unless you go there to take a look by yourself. Bad natural
environments may only allow them to have scanty water. A lot of
children cannot receive schooling for poverty. Even though some of
them managed to go to school, they had to stand to take lessons or
even had no notebooks or pencils,” sighed Ms. KUBOTA.

Moreover, to deepen the understanding on China and
Japan-China relationship, they also conduct JCC lectures on China,
Chinese film shows, Chinese food classes: exchange with Chinese
students and residents in Japan, project inspections to China and
exchange activities, etc..

“When unexpected disaster happens, Chinese people may take our
office as the shelter. Only the name “Soong Ching Ling” may give

Chinese people a feel of security,” suggested the kind Ms. KUBOTA.

The Sculptur e * Matsuhime”

Have you ever had the Japanese confection called “Matsuhime
Monaka™? Just like the above occasion, among the eight sculptures
standing on the both sides of the Tsurumaki Bridge there is one called
“Matsuhime”. In fact both are based on the historical figure of
Hachioji, Princess Matsu (“Matsuhime” in Japanese), the daughter of
General TAKEDA Shingen. This time we would like to introduce the
fourth sculpture “Matsuhime”.
Matsuhime was born into a general’s family of the Sengoku Era (age
of turbulent wars) in the Realm of Kai (current Yamanashi) in 1561. At
the age of seven, she was engaged to the eleven-year-old Nobutada, 1561
the oldest son of General ODA Nobunaga. The two engaged had
never met each other, so they communicated by letters. When she
was eleven, the engagement was broken off due to the breach
between the two families. However, the Princess
refused any other proposal of marriage. F
In 1582 the fall of the Takedas forced

Matsuhime, who picked up three little princesses

with her, to run away from Takato-jo (currently

Takato in Nagano Prefecture) across Yamanashi to

at any time, the long journey turned out to be a spiritually and

Hachioji. As they might be found by the enemies

physically tough one for them. The sculpture on the Tsurumaki Bridge
is the very image of Matsuhime on this journey.

Several months later, ODA Nobunaga and Nobutada, who brought
the Takedas to ruin, died in the disturbance at the Honnoji Temple.
Then the 22-year-old Matsuhime cut her hair and became a nun, with
her name changed into “Shinsho Nun”. The character “Shin” (the
same as the one “Nobu” in her fiance’s name “Nobutada”) implied that
she was the wife of Nobutada.

To rear the three little princesses, Matsuhime earned a living by
teaching children how to read and write and weaving cloth. Her
weaving method is said to be the origin of Hachioji textiles. In the end,
Matsuhime, who lived peacefully in Hachioji as a nun, opened the
Shinshoin Temple in Dai-machi 3 Chome.

When you come to the City Office next time, would you go
over to the Tsurumaki Bridge by the way to take a look at the

historical figure of Hachioji? Don’t you think it a bit romantic?
