Dr. Koenuma went to Germany alone for radiology
research about 80 years ago and he became the first Asian
who is qualified to be a full professor of the University of
Berlin. Even after the World War 1l began, Dr. Koenuma
stayed and escaped the ravage of the war in Germany. Soon
after the end of the war, he was appointed to be a director of
the infectious disease survelliance center in Wriezen where
epidemic typus and other diseases were ranpaging through its
population. He devoted himself day and night for his patients
for a half year saving numerous number of lives there until his
death of epidemic typus on March 8, 1946 when he was 37
years old.

Due to his outstanding service, he received the honorary
citizenship from the city of Wriezen in 1994, a park and sports
festival have been named after his name “Koenuma”, and
futhermore, his life story has still been included in the ethics
courses at local schools; Dr. Koenuma still lives on in Wriezen
citizens’ hearts and minds.
