The City of Hachioji, in partnership with a private enterprise, has
been offering a bike share service as an experimental program
since last year.

Users can pick-up and drop-off a bike at any of the 37 bike share
stations located in the city, including ones near Hachioji, Nishi-
hachioji, Takao and Hachioji Minamino stations. You can end a ride
by returning the bike to any bike share station with a vacant dock.
Since you don’t have to return it to the original station, bike share
is a convenient transportation option to get around.

Shared bikes are a pedal-assist electric bicycle which offers a

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Hachioji City’s COVID-19 vaccination program has been
administering doses to 65+ year old residents since April 12. The
city is working diligently to prepare for the distribution and
administration of the vaccines for all the residents who wish to
receive doses.

Once you receive
the ticket, you can schedule an appointment either online or by
calling the multilingual call center.
