Takiyama Castle Has Been Selected as
«Japan’s Next Top 100 Castle”
Hachioji City now proudly has two top 100 castles

Hachioji castle ruins and Takiyama castle ruins are two
important historic sites that are designated as a national historic
site located in Hachioji. Hachioji castle was selected to be
“Japan’s Top 100 Castle” by Japan Castle Foundation in 2006
and this time on April 6, 2017, Takiyama castle was honored to
be selected as “Japan’s Next Top 100 Castle” by the foundation.
This selection has made Hachioji city to be an only city in Tokyo
that has two “top castles”.

Takiyama castle, which played an important role in the Sengoku
period, was built by OISHI Sadashige to be a main base for the
Tama area of the old Musashi province in 1521 and it then
served as a residence of HOJO Uijiteru. Takiyama castle is one
of precious heritages that are taken care of by local communities
to retain its well-preserved remains and as a popular cherry
blossom site.
