staff dispatched from Siheung City.

Reason to Apply to Come to Hachioji as an Exchange
Staff: First of all, I wanted to experience something new when
I made the application. An English speaker could apply for it
and I had a two-year experience in the international exchange
works in my school days. Every situation didn’t make me

hesitate to do it at that time.

Impression on Hachioji and Japan: I did have brief
information on Hachioji that is also the first image of Japan to
me. And I came to know lots of delicious food, the summer
climate and beautiful nature in Japan. The bus transportation
system is very convenient for citizens and the public utility
charge is high.

Impression on Hachioji City Office and Staffs Working
there: I am so impressed by the clean environments and
maintenance of Hachioji. It seems that the staffs are working in
simple and rational way such as a lunch box preparation,
systematic cooperations between staffs and vehicle allocations

for official utility.

What do You Think of Your Experience in Hachioji as an
Exchange Staff: I saw how a foreign city office is working in
the field, comparing ours in the aspects of the working style
and behaviors, understanding the diversity more deeply.
Furthermore, I hope that the materials from Hachioji would
be a kind of actual and systematic helps to our organization.

Yakuoin Temple is the chief temple of Shingonshu Chizan
Sect, whose formal name is “Mt. Takao Yakuoin Yuki Temple”.
It is said that about 1200 years ago, in 744, Buddhist Saint
Gyoki set the Physician Nyorai’s statue and built the temple by

Emperor Shomu’s order.

Takaosan Yakuoin Temple is showing respect to
lidunadaigongen as the principal image and to SHUNGEN
Daitoku as the restorer of the Temple. Known as a resort in
the Tokyo subutbs, Mt. Takao, originally a sacred place for
ascetic excercises, is now the precincts of Mt. Takao Yakuoin
Yuki Temple, the chief temple of Shingonshu Chizan Sect
(together with Narita Shinsho Temple and Saint Kawasaki
Heiken Temple, they are three noted temples in the Kanto
Atrea). For this sake, natural forest has been protected. In the
middle age, the owner of Hachioji Castle, HOJO Ujiteru’s
bulletin board “No wood or bamboo cutting on this mount” is
left in Yakuoin Temple. In the Edo era when Mt. Takao was
under the direct control of the Shogunate, Hachioji Magistrate
OKUBO Nagayasu also took measures to protect forest and
his letter on this is left in Yakuoin Temple, too. After that, it
has been reserved as loyal or national forest. As it is close to
the Tokyo downtown area, since the Meiji period many
researchers including MAKINO Tomitaro have announced Mt.
Takao as the first place discovering some new plants. In 2007,
Mt. Takao was selected as a three-star tourist spot, the top rank

by Michelin. Every year it vitnesses 2.5 millions visitors.
