On Greenhouse Gas Emissions

In July this year the Hokkaido Toyako Summit will be
held with its topic as reducing greenhouse gas emissions.
Why is it so important? Because global warming raised 0.4
~0.8°C average temperature of the earth in the last
100 years. Now the reactive phenomena appear such as
flood, forest fire, unusual weather, lack of food, etc.. If
global warming continues, low land and small islands may
sink under the sea level and cause great damages to our
nature and society.

The main reason for global warming lies in mankind’s
social activities, thus “greenhouse gas” emissions increase.
For example, the emissions of COZ2 even amount to
1,248,000,000 tons in 2002 fiscal year. In the world major
greenhouse gas emitters are, No. 1 America , accounting
for Y4 of that of the world, No. 2 China, No. 3 Russia,
No.4 Japan and No.5 India. In 1997 the developed
countries reached an agreement on cutting greenhouse gas
emissions over 5% than those of 1990 in the next five
years from 2008 to 2012. This is a significant “first step”
towards reducing greenhouse gas emissions, called “Kyozo
Protocol”.

It is important for us everyone to be engaged in
reducing CO2 at home, school or workplace. For example,

buy goods with “energy-saving matrk” or reduce CO2 by

changing the way of using electric appliances. Take care
not to cram food into the refrigerator, plug off all the wall
outlets to cut off standby electricity, keep the temperature
over 28°C in summer and under 20C in winter, turn off
the light every time when it is no more necessary, not let
the shower water running all the time, at time of parking
avoid unnecessary idling, go to a place nearby by foot or
bike, so on and so forth. This kind of energy-saving
efforts are sure to lead to cut CO2, cut off household

expenses and able to live a rational life for the earth.

to school without having breakfast. I felt painful for them.

As living in Japan, why not get to know and absorb
good Japanese tradition and culture?

Advice for Foreigners: There are many lectures and
events free of charge you can take part in. Those coming
to Japan for the first time had better attend this kind of
classes to learn Japanese. Parents with children had better
participate in events held at the community or school.
Though it maybe not so easy as you are busy, you can
learn much useful information and gradually get accustom-
ed to life in Japan by coming contact with other people.
Secret to Keep Yourself Bright and Lively: Rather than
sigh over the current state of things, you’d better work
hard to overcome difficulties and then confidence will be
your friend. Understanding will be born and friendly rela-
tions can be built up by communicating with as many
people as possible. With gratitude always in my mind, I'd
like to go on living a life with forward-looking attitude
from now on.

Ms. KUROKAWA Benita (Philippine)
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Nagaike Park

In Bessho 2 Chome, Hachigfi there is a park called Nagaike
Park. The surrounding district, used to be farming villages in
the middle of Tama hills, is now developed as the suburb
residential area “Tama New Town”. Nagaike Park is
composed of the reservoir for irrigation and surrounding
nature of hills left from that time, whose theme is inheriting

hilly culture and forming a community for nearby residents.

In the park the original copsewoods of Tama hills remain
and there is a zone of water mill, paddy field, charcoal
making cottage, etc., reproducing the scenery of Tama hills in
the past. Moreover, presetvative zone aims to protect
precious plants (about 700 species) and is now a “no
trespassing” area. It is “Fusion Nagaike Park” (main group:
NPO  “FUSION  Nagaike’ with its representative
TOMINAGA Kazno) that made the park theme come true. It
is entrusted to maintain and manage this park by Hachigj:
City as the designated manager. In the Nature Center inside
the park there are crafts corner, multi-purpose meeting
room, handcrafts made by the disabled, shopping corner,
exhibit hall (original pictures of movie “ Heisei Raccoon Dog

Battle Ponpoks” are on show), etc..

In the north of Nagaike Park, there is the Nagaike Mitsuke
Bridge, which can be said to be the new scenic spot in
Hachigsi. This bridge was rebuilt and restored here with the
Yotsuya Mitsuke Bridge in Shinjukn Ward, reminding us of the
civilization period of the Meji Era. The environments
around the Mitsuke Bridge are built in good order, showing
us another aspect of Nagaike Park. On the meadow near to
the intersection neatby, a lot of people come to refresh
themselves together with their family on weekends or
holidays. Nagaike Mitsuke Bridge, selected as one of “Hachioj:
88 Scenes”, is not only famous in this area but is also taking
root as one of Hachigj7’s scenic spots.

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Refuse Serieg
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Following “Refuse Disposal Method” in the spring edition,
we would like to introduce you how to dispose of burnable
refuse this time.

Burnable Refuse Disposal Method

Burnable refuse mainly includes kitchen garbage, seashells,
disposable chopsticks, toothpicks, cigarette butts, desiccant,
disposable heat packs, paper cups, paper plates, waste paper,
thermal paper, toilet sheets of pets, adhesive plasters, sanitary
items, fireworks/matches (after getting them wet), cushions,
dustcloth, silver paper, diapers, etc..

When leaving them out, please pay attention to the following:
®Please drain the water out of garbage before putting it out.
®Please tie the refuse bag tightly and then put it out.
®Please take care not to have bamboo skewers or toothpicks

stick out of the refuse bag.
®Plcase be sure to put burnable refuse into the designated blue

bag.
®Please put out refuse bag by 8:30 am on the designated
collection days. (For early morning area by 7:30 am.)

Tree Branches: Plcase make a bunch as about 30cm in
diameter and 60cm long (one branch should be within 5cm in
diameter.). Up to 2 bunches at one time.

Tree Leaves, Weeds and Grass: Please put them into a
transparent or semi-transparent bag of no more than 45 liters
volume. Up to 2 bags can be colleted at one time.

At the beginning of the week, there is always a great deal
of refuse coming out. Therefore, please put out tree
branches, leaves, weeds and grass in the latter half of the
week.
