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Topic

Supplementary Income Payment

As you know, supplementary income payment is the
system the national government established to support
citizens’ life and promote local economy; and special
childcare allowance is to support infancy education for
preschool children except the oldest one in the family.

Supplementatry income payment is eligible to those having
resident basic register or foreigners having alien registration
(excluding those with illegal status or visa of short stay) as
of Feb. 1, 2009. The amount is ¥12,000 per person and
¥20,000 for those at age of 65 or older and at age of 18 or
younger as in Feb. 1.

Special childcare allowance is eligible to Japanese citizens
having resident basic register or foreigners having alien
registration as of Feb. 1, who have children except the
oldest one in the family born during April 2, 2002 ~ April 1,
2005 (excluding illegal foreigners or those with visa of short
stay). The amount is ¥36,000 per person.

Both supplementary income payment and special
childcare allowance are paid to the head of the Japanese
houschold and every foreigner having alien registration.

On March 29 Hachioji City Office sent application forms
for supplementary income payment and special childcare
allowance to all the eligible people. Have you made the
application? For those “not yet”, do apply for it as soon as
you can. Please notice that it will be regarded as your refusal
in case of no application by the deadline Sept. 30.

The way of application is to fill in necessary items of
application form and press your seal on it and send it
together with the copy of your transfer account (by which
the owner name and number of the account can be
confirmed) by post, or submit them directly to the
Supplementary Income Payment Office located on the 5%
tloor of City Office or each branch office of Civic Affairs
Division. Furthermore, in case of foreigners, the copy of
two sides of alien registration card is necessary. In principle,
the payment is transferred to the head of household. In case
of foreigners, the payment is transferred to each foreigner’s
account specifically. It takes about one month since your
application documents arrive.

The foreigners, whose stay period expired or will expire
from April 1 ~ Sept. 30, should obtain permission to extend
or change their status of residence, then go to the municipal
alien registration counter to apply to change registration
data, and finally apply for supplementary income payment
and special childcare allowance. In this case, please go
directly to the counter to submit them.

This time we interviewed Mr. Saiful
Bahari Bin Ahmad from Malaysia, who
has been devoting to international ex-
change in universities and communities
while working as a teacher in several universities.

Coming to Japan: When 1 was young, I was very

much interested in foreign countries. At the age of 17 in
1981, I came to Japan for the first time on an exchange
program for senior high students called “American Field
Service”. Three years later in 1984, I came to study in
Japan with scholarship from Ministry of Education, Cultur
e, Sports, Science and Technology. How time flies! It has
been 25 years since I came to Japan. Thanks to this
experience, I have met people from various countries and
enlarged my vision.

International Exchange through Job: After studying and
doing research in Tokyo University of Foreign Studies, Hi-
roshima University, Waseda University and Keio University,
I am now lecturing on Malaysian Studies mainly in Tokyo
University of Foreign Studies, Chuo University and Tokyo
University. To have the students of the three universities
experience the Malaysian language, culture and religion, I
have been conducting a one-month homestay program at
my hometown each spring. I'm sure this kind of first-
hand experience will always remain in their mind.
Activities in Communities: Since 1990 I have been living
in Hachioji City, a good place to live in, where there are
lots of trees. In 2006 I made an introduction of Malaysia
in “Communicating with People from the World”, an
event held by Hachioji International Exchange Groups
Liaison Council. The next year I emceed the memorial
event of the volunteer group Hachioji International
Friendship Club. Moreover, I worked as the vice-president
for Hachioji City Foreign Residents Conference, with edu-
cation as the theme the year before last and residence/
medical care as the theme last year, which ended in
submitting to Hachioji Mayor a book of proposals each
time which put together citizens’ opinions.

Impression of Japanese Young People: Through univer-
sities 1 have come across a large number of Japanese
young people. In spite of their uniqueness in character,

I feel they are in lack of hope and daily efforts. Perhaps
it is not overstating the case to say that Japan is abund-
ant in materials but poor in spirits. I feel that many
students show no interest in others if only things are go-
ing on well with themselves.

Secret to Keep Yourself Bright and Lively: A person can
only do limited things with his or her own capabilities. It
is family’s warm-hearted love, friends’ understanding and
sympathy and encouragement from the society that make
one mature. If you have the heart of supporting, respect-
ing and understanding each other, I am sure you can have
a wonderful lifetime.
