To prevent any possible disasters, let’s consider what we
should do to secure our own life and property from the
viewpoint of foreigners.

Prepare Yourself for Disasters: Foreigners’ knowledge
and consciousness of disasters differ greatly owing to
different living  environment. ~Comparatively — small
earthquake might cause their panic. Furthermore, not only
barrier of language or insufficient information, but also lack
of daily communication might result in obstacles at disaster.
Help Yourself and Help Each Other: First of all comes
the thinking of helping yourself, “let’s protect our life by
ourselves”. In that case it is necessary to enrich correct
knowledge or improve consciousness of disasters. Actively
participate in disaster drills for foreigners, experience the
fricht of manmade earthquake and learn how to protect
yourself. Second is the thinking of helping each other, “let’s
protect our town by ourselves”. In the recent years,
relationships between neighbors have been becoming weak.
Especially foreigners are hard to get themselves accustomed
to the community due to barrier of language and different
customs and culture. However, it is your neighborhood that
you can rely on when disasters like earthquake, downpour,
etc. happen. Acquaintances or daily greetings with your
neighborhood can enhance cooperation in the community
and lead to the mind of helping each other in emergency.
Communication in the Community: You had better take
part in various activities held by your neighborhood
association or residents’ association, whose purpose is to
improve living environment, promote communication
between residents and in result build up a secure and safe
community for all of us. By taking part in festivals, sports
meet, disaster drill and the like you can communicate with
your neighborhood and deepen friendship.

Disasters occur when you are about to forget them! All
the foreigners, let’s join the neighborhood association or
residents’ association, deepen exchange with people of the
community and help each other so as to live a secure and
safe life in Japan.

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For the fourth time, we would like to introduce you briefly

how to dispose of resource refuse.

Resource Refuse Disposal Method

It is very simple to throw away things you don’t need or use
anymore. However, many of them can be recycled as resource
refuse. Please do confirm the refuse disposal calendar before
you cast away things.

Newspaper: Please fasten with strings.
Cardboard: Please take off adhesive tapes. Please cut or bent

into small pieces of 50 cm or so and fasten with strings.

Magazines/Miscellaneous Paper: Put them together and
fasten with strings. Can also be put into paper bags.

Cartons: Rinse the inside, cut and open them and fasten with
strings.

Used Clothes/Used Cloth: Please wash dirty ones first. Then
put them into transparent or semi-transparent bags.

Empty Bottles: Refer to those for food and drink. Rinse them
and put into the red-and-white collection box. Broken
bottles or cosmetic bottles should be put out as
unburnable refuse.

Empty Cans: Refer to those for food and drink. Rinse, crush
them slightly and put into the green collection box.

PET Bottles: Rinse, crush them slightly and put them into
transparent or semi-transparent bags. Caps must be
removed and divided as “plastics”.

Plastics: Refer to bottle containers, foam polystyrene contain-
ers and buffers and PET bottle caps. Please remove dirt

and put them into transparent or semi-transparent bags.
